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Faith Is The Sixth Sense

L-1 It delivers us and rescues from our five senses that we were put in
in the beginning. And that fifth sense down here of the five senses,
man fell there with them senses by his appetite.

Now, notice that these senses was given to you to only to contact your
earthly home, that you might see, taste, feel, smell and hear.

But they're by no meansto lead you. And now many times... What if |
refuse to look any more. And | just bind up my eyes and say, "l refuse
to look." All right, my eyes can't serve me no more. Well then, I--
finally I'll go blind. And then when my boy comes on, I'll tie his eyes
up, and say "No, sir, there's no such athing as sight.” I'll just tie his
eyes up, don't let him see. He said, "My father told me there was no
such athing as sight, so I'll tie up my boys eyes." Well, the first thing
you know, our generation would be born blind. That's right. If you
don't use your six senses, they become dormant. They won't act at al.

L-2 Brother, that's what the church has done to the sixth sense God put
him in. He's just placed faith off in miracles and signs. And the things
that contacts God, gives him the Holy Ghost, and things, he's placed
that off over there or back over here somewhere, till the thing has
become dead. That's right. He don't know how to use it. The thing's
just nothing to him.

You say, "Well, God'saHeder."

"Oh, what about that, 'God's aHealer."

If He ever was a Hedler, He's still a Healer! If He ever was a Saviour
He's till a Saviour. If He ever was God, He's still God. So you see, it's
alack of faith that's been preached into the people, that makes them let
that sixth sense, which isfaith, lay dormant.

L-3 And through the year they'll run out, be sick, and run to the doctor
and say, "Doctor, oh, I got something wrong with me." Doctor look at
it, say he will try. The man, a good honest doctor will work just as
patiently as he can, with all the power that God will give him to
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operate and do things that he should do to help you, then the first thing
you know, it advances on. Well, he says, "I'll just have to tell you.
There's nothing more that | can do. If you want to go to another
doctor, go see him." Well then, you go to another doctor; he will say,
"No, nothing can be done. It'stoo far advanced.”

Now, that is the time. That's the time to call on the sixth sense. That's
the time to accept God. That's the time to rely upon the Spirit of faith
that God has put in you.

L-4 And now, when it's been people has been taught against it so long,
it makes it hard. Brother Boze was telling me today, he said, "Brother
Branham, | never realized what you bucked against." See? Y ou don't
realize what it is, what a hard thing, when you bring, and the power of
God will come right down so real to the people, they can look and see
the Spirit moving among the people and doing things, and some will
set there and say, "Oh, if you just do this, or do this, or do that, or
something another, maybe it would help me."

Oh, brother, if that sixth sense could understand what we been
preaching about this week (Amen.), that the Holy Ghost. God made
this promise. Christ made the promise. We took it through the
Scriptures this week, back and forth and back and forth, and combed it
over, until we know that God promised to do this thing He's doing
now in this day, the supernatural. Now, real genuine faith would see
that and catch a hold of it, and all devils out of hell would never shake
him away from it.

But we stumble at it. It's not used enough. We depend too much on the
five. And when most the time, to ninety-five percent of the people or
better, as soon as they see the five senses is finished, "Well, it's all
gone. Dig my grave; get my casket ready." See?

L-5 Oh, | was thinking of alittle woman here | had on interviews a day
or two ago. | don't see them here now. The man's name is (kind of a
german) Dorch, Dash, or Doughish. And his wife, she had a dream,
and she come telling me the dream. And she said, "Brother Branham,
I--1 dreamed that the devil come up the side of my bed. And he looked
over at me and begin to make gleeing funny faces at me, and said, 'l
got you now." And said, "l... Just something happened to me. And |
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jumped up out of the bed and said, 'Get out of here devil in the Name
of Jesus." And started running him, and he run out of the house." And
shesaid, "I don't understand what that means.”
Then the Holy Spirit, being present, give the interpretation. Just alittle
after that, her husband had a heart attack. And when she seen her
husband fall, and he's an aged man, heavy man, and his hands went
back and his eyes set. Death come to take him. But God wasn't
through with him. And that little woman's faith raised up and said, "I
won't stand for it! | call for hislife in the Name of Jesus Christ." He
got well. See?
Why? That sixth sense rose up, that crucial moment that time that give
her faith. God had give her the dream though it had not been
interpreted to her yet.

But we become so earthbound with our senses, just so, "Well, if | can't
see it, if | can't..." And then them senses--the devil gets into those
senses. And he will let you see something with your eyes and then
disbelieve it anyhow. Because many times you've kept your eyes
closed so long until you're blind.

L-7 A fellow said to me one time, said, "Smite me blind; smite me
blind! You believe in Divine healing, the same Holy Ghost that Paul
preached. Smite me blind." | said, "I can't do it, because you're already
blind." | said, "Y our father the devil did that along time ago. (See?)
Y ou--you--you--you--you're aready blind." For the Bible said he's
blind. This Gospel is--if it's hid to anybody, it's those that are blind,
that hasn't tried to use their senses. The sense of--God gave them. That
sense, if it's used, it's a sense of deliverance when the other five fail.
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everybody with cancer, heart trouble, crippled, leukemia, any kind of
adisease. | chalenge it by a gift, ministered by an Angel, sent in the
sufferings of Jesus Christ to heal the sick and the afflicted.
Come out of them, Satan. | charge thee in the Name of Jesus Christ to
come out of them.
Now, al that accepts Christ as their Healer; | don't care what's wrong
with you. It doesn't make one bit of difference; if you believe God,
raise up and accept it in the Name of Jesus Christ. That's the way.
Amen! God bless you. That's it! That's perfect, perfect. God bless
yours, Brother Sullivan.
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work on you? Put your hands over on one another right here. O God,
Creator of heavens and earth, send Thy Holy Spirit at this time and
heal every person in Divine Presence through Jesus Christ's Name.
You believeit?

How many in here that wants to know Jesus as your Saviour? Stand
up on your feet. You're close to Him. God bless you. God bless you.
That's right. Wonderful!

L-74 How many wants the Holy Ghost? Stand on your feet. Wants the
baptism of the Holy Ghost, stand on your feet, every one of you. It's
too many out here to get you now, file right off in this room so we can
meet you over here. In Jesus' Name if you'll come with sincerity,
you'll be filled with the Holy Ghost, saved of al your sins. Go into the
room tonight. Thisis the time. Move over this away to the room. All
that's here that believes in God, wants to be saved and filled with the
Holy Ghost, move right out of this room, so we can minister to you.

If there's anybody here from my church down at Jeffersonville that
hasn't received the Holy Ghost as yet... Brother Collins, and all of
them has got the Holy Ghost since they been here. Oh, they've tore up
the country. Come around; this is the time for you to receive it right
now. Go in. Don't you come out of there till you got the Holy Ghost.
Come now, all sinners. Go in here and seek God for salvation. That's
the way.

L-75 | challenge every man and every woman that's in Divine
Presence, that's sick, anything wrong with you, | challenge you to
believe the Lord Jesus Christ while | pray for you. Will you do it?
How many will promise they'll do it? If God can give me power here
to discern spirits... I'm telling you, | can't heal you. You're already
healed. Jesus healed you when He died for you. Let that sixth sense
don't become numb, put it to work now and believe it. What about all
you people here in these wheelchairs, do you believe it? Then let us
raise our hands to God.

L-76 O Lord God, let not this message pass in vain. Let not the power
of God go to waste here tonight. But may God of heaven send down
power of conviction and heal every person. May the devil leave
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By this sense there's been great things done.
Here some time ago in one of my meetings there was a lady come
across the platform. And she had a--a ulcered stomach, bleeding. And
the Holy Spirit begin to speak (which she knowed | couldn't do that)
and told her who she was, where she come from. She had an ulcered
stomach. Then when It got through It said, "THUS SAITH THE
LORD, you're healed." And she went home.

L-8 And there was a lady [Blank.spot.on.tape--Ed.] neighborhood was
way on down in the prayer line. When it come... She had a growth on
her throat. And when the prayer line got down to her, It said to her,
said--told her who she was, where she come from, all about it. She
said, "That'sal right.”

Said, "THUS SAITH THE LORD, you're healed." And so them two
women went that night, got together. They didn't feel any different.
That don't have anything to do with it. That doesn't have one thing to
do with it, whether you feel you. Y ou--you don't... You get away from
these feelings. If you're going to rely on them you can't rely on that.
Because it's the evidence of things you don't see, taste, feel, smell, or
hear. It's another sense.

L-9 Watch what happened. About two weeks passed. This women with
the ulcered stomach, she tried to eat, and she just like to died. But she
still maintained. She said, "There's something supernatural about it.
Because the man never seen mein hislife, and yet, he told me who |
was. And it's got to be godly, because it compares with the Bible."
See? And she said, "And | know that fellow. | heard him preach and
he's uneducated. He knows nothing about these things and told me all
about it. And the same man said, THUS SAITH THE LORD.' And if
he's a servant of God, he couldn't say that if he just thought it. It's the
Holy Spirit talking through him that you are healed."

Went on... She got al right. Then she went over and tasted again. It
was al right. Then she really had a gastronomical jubilee. She goes
over and fries her a couple eggs, a big bunch of bacon, got her a cup
of coffee, and she really eat. She went on washing the dishes around a
little while. Then she got up on her feet. She felt fine. She raised up
her hands and begin to praise God, run down the street; she was going
to tell her sister about what happened. When she got down there, this
little lady was walking the floor shaking the sheet just as hard as she
could. Said, "Well, what's the matter, sister?" Said, "Look, that thing
has gone off my neck. | can't find it in the sheet. | can't find anywhere
at al." It was gone.

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L-16 Her old husband with old overalls on threw his arm around my
neck and begin to hug me. And he said, "What must | do with her,
Brother Branham?"

| said, "Take her on back to the institution, if they'll receive her."

He said, "Well, what do you think?"

| said, "It--it isn't what | think, it'swhat do you think?"

He said, "I believe that she'll be well."

| said, "That's all you need to do.

"I believe she'll be well." On the road back that night, they never had
one bit of trouble with her. The next morning when the, they comein
to get her, she was setting up and spoke to the matron. And the second
day she was dismissed from the hospital, perfectly normal and well.

L-17 About six months after that | was at Jonesboro, Arkansas, with
Richard Reed at the Old Fashion Revival Hour Tabernacle at--at
Jonesboro, Arkansas. Used to be a big Baptist Tabernacle, seat--seats
many more than this here, this place. And | was starting to preach...
And | kept seeing somebody waving at me out there, and | didn't know
who it was. And she just couldn't stand it no longer. She said, "You
remember me?' Had four or five little children... And | said, "I don't
believe | do." She said, "l never seen you before either." She said,
"But | was the woman that was on my back, crawling." And her
husband in that six months time had been called to the ministry, and
he was going out to preach the Gospel. Oh, my!

What isit? Holding on to that sixth sense. Faith said so... He said, "I
kept that in my heart. If God could do such athing to others, he can do
it for my wife." He kept holding onto that. Nothing would separate
him from it. That's what that sixth sense will do when it's turned loose,
and let it haveit's controlling power.

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L-62 You say, "Maybe you guessed what she had.” | couldn't guess
that. No guessing to that. Perhaps... I'll tell you another thing. You're
not from here. You're from Lima. That's right. Y ou believe God can
tell me who you are? Miss White, Mrs. White. That's true. God will
heal you now, go home and believe it with al your heart.

Now, you believe, every one of you? Have faith in God. If you can
believe, all things are possible to them that believe. If thou canst
believe. Or what if | told you you was healed setting in a chair, would
you believe me? Go on your road then, 'cause you was. Have faith in
God.

Now, what if | put my hands on you and said, "Satan, get away from
this boy." would you believe it? Would you get well? Come here.
Satan, leave this boy in Jesus Name. Amen. Go believing now. Have
faith.

What if | laid hands on you and said, " Satan, depart from him." would
you believe it? Satan, depart from him in Jesus' Name. Amen. God
bless you, go believing. [Mark 9:23]

L-63 If | told you what was wrong with you, would it help you or
would you rather | just lay hands on you? Which would, me tell you
what was wrong with you? It's in your back. That's right. Is that right?
Then go home, get healed in Jesus Name. All right.

You believeif | just say something to you, lay hands on you it would
make you well? Come here then. In the Name of Jesus may she be
healed. Amen. Believe. All right.

What about you? | believe | know you. That's right. I'll just lay hands
on you and say, "Satan, leave my brother in Jesus Christ's Name.
Amen." Believe now, brother, go with al your heart.

L-64 You believe all of you? Well, listen, here'swhat | can't get. See?
Why is it when the Holy Spirit will come and reveal those things...
He's telling me what everything's wrong with them people. If I'd stop a
minute. But them others wouldn't get in the line. Isn't it just as great to
see the Lord when people pass by to have enough faith to be healed,
lay hands on them, as it would be to--to have a discernment after
you've seen it done?

Jesus said, "More than this shall you
do, for | go to My Father," the things He'd seen... [John 14:12]

L-61 Now, | see what's a matter with the woman. She's come here for
prayer, and the prayer is for a little growth. And the growth is on the
arm. That'sright, isn't it. Now, do you believe? Now, the growth is hid
from me. But not from God. | tell you what arm it's on? The right.
That's... Isthat right? Raise up your hand if that's true.

Now, do you believe with all your heart? Now, does that sixth sense
do something to you? Are you just blinded over and say, "Well, that's
pretty good."

And
after while | looked over there... And mama was just one of these old
fashion country women, wash her clothes and lay them in a chair (|
don't whether you women ever did that or not), and lay them there till
she irons them, stands around bare footed and irons. And so I... Mama
had chairs setting there and clothes in them of all of us boys in--at
home. And | was staying home then. It was after I'd lost my wife long
time.
